❖ Kaushal Bodh 
This year CBSE has introduced a new skill-based subject, Kaushal Bodh for Std VI, VII 

and VIII.  In the National Curriculum Framework 2023 (NCF-SE 2023), it has been categorised 

under three broad forms: work with life forms, work with machines and materials, and work 

in human services. The intent at this stage is to provide vocational exposure to the students 

through a wide range of activities categorised into three forms of work.  

Students of Std VI, VII and VIII participated in the following activities under Kaushal Bodh  

❖ Std VI - Kitchen Garden 
Students of Std VI prepared a ‘Kitchen Garden’. They were asked to grow vegetables of 

their choice. They grew tomatoes, chillies, coriander, beans, sprouts, methi etc. They were 

supposed to monitor the growth of the plants daily and write a report on their new findings. 

This project helped the students to learn about growing plants for food and also evaluate them 

at every growth stage.  

 

❖ Std VII - Tie and Dye 
Students of Std VII were introduced with ‘Tie and Dye’ Activity. The school provided 

materials such as a handkerchief and a thread. Organic colours were used for dyeing. Students 

were instructed how to tie the cloth with a thread and then paint it.  

During this process, students encountered numerous obstacles. But after much work and 

enjoyment, they were able to complete it successfully. 

 

❖ Std VIII - Hydroponics 
‘Hydroponic farming’ involves growing plants without soil, using water-based nutrient 

solutions in a controlled environment like a balcony or indoors.  This activity was conducted in 

the classrooms for students of Std 8. 

This concept was explained through a PPT presentation to help students understand the 

method and its benefits. The school provided materials such as compost and cocopeat for the 

activity. 

Students soaked methi (fenugreek), mustard, and coriander seeds before planting them 

in the prepared medium. They observed how plants can grow with water, nutrients, and proper 

care even without soil. The students also recorded their observations in a Hydroponic farming 

activity record sheet. The activity helped students develop practical skills, environmental 

awareness, and interest in sustainable gardening.
